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Vocabulary: Physical and Chemical 
Properties and Changes
· Chemical change – a process in which a substance becomes a new and different substance.

· An example of a chemical change is iron reacting with oxygen to become rust.

· Chemical property – a property that determines how substances chemically interact with other substances.

· Flammability is an example of a chemical property.
· Extensive property – a physical property that changes when the size of the sample changes.
· Mass is an example of an extensive property.

· Intensive property – a physical property that does not change when the size of the sample changes.

· Boiling point is an example of an intensive property.

· Physical change – a process in which a substance is changed without becoming a different substance.

· An example of a physical change is a piece of paper being torn up.

· Physical property – a property that can be observed or measured without changing the composition of the substances that make up the material.

· Texture is an example of a physical property.
· Precipitate – a solid that forms in a solution or inside another solid during a chemical reaction.

· Reactivity – the relative tendency of a substance to undergo chemical reactions.
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
