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Guess the Definition




Sample Sheet
Note to teachers: This sample sheet gives you an idea of how this sheet might be filled out by a student. Sheets will vary depending on the Gizmo and the word choice.

The goal of this activity is to try to determine the meaning of a word through context. First, choose a word from the Gizmo that you have never seen before. 
Write your word here: Latitude
1. Are there any pictures that tell you what the word might mean? If so, explain. ​​​​
In the Gizmo, there is a “Current latitude” display and a picture of a person on Earth. 
2. How is the word used in a sentence? ​​​​​

Your latitude indicates how far you are from the equator, a line around Earth’s middle.
3. Is the word a noun, verb, adjective, or adverb? Noun
4. What else can you determine about the word from the Gizmo? 

When I drag the person toward the North Pole, the latitude increases. When I drag the person toward Earth’s middle, the latitude decreases. When I drag the person toward the South Pole, the latitude increases and says “S.” 
5. What do you think the word means?
I think latitude is how far you are from the equator. It goes from 0° at the equator to 90° N at the North Pole to 90° S at the South Pole.
6. Check with your teacher, a dictionary, or the Vocabulary Sheet. What does the word actually mean? 

Latitude is the angular distance north or south of the equator.[image: image4.png]
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
