Note to teachers: This sample sheet gives you an idea of how a mind map might be created by a student. Maps will vary depending on the topic and student.
Your teacher will give you a topic that you will work on. Write this topic in the oval at the center of this page. As you study the topic, write down important new words you learn as well as old words you already know. You can add a description to each word, but it is not required. 

Circle the new words and draw squares around old words. Then, draw lines to make connections between these words. Next to the line, describe the connection in your own words. (You may use your native language for this.) 

When you are finished, explain your map to your teacher and classmates. As you explain your map, do your best to communicate your ideas. You can point to pictures if you don’t know certain words or do your best to describe words you don’t know. Do not be afraid to ask your teacher or classmates for help if you are stuck.
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
