Sentence Structure Activity


Sample Sheet
Note to teachers: This sample sheet gives you an idea of how this sheet might be filled out by a student. Sheets will vary depending on the Gizmo and the sentence choice. A guide to sentence structures is found on the second page of this sheet.
Your teacher will give you a sentence from a Gizmo™. Identify the subject, verb, and object of the sentence. (Not all sentences have objects.) Write any adjectives, adverbs, or prepositions used in the sentence. Then, write two sentences that have the same structure. 

Hint: If a sentence is an instruction, such as “Drag the pig to the lever,” the subject is “you” because you are the person who performs the action.

Parts of Speech
Noun: A person, place, or thing (house, duck, car, Asia, Harold, faucet)

Pronoun: A word that takes the place of a noun (he, she, them, it, you, his, our)

Verb: An action or state (run, catch, write, read, is, are, have, believe, think)

Adjective: A word that describes a noun (hot, cold, tall, fat, slow, funny, pretty)

Article: A short adjective that goes before certain nouns (a, an, the)

Adverb: A word that describes a verb (slowly, quickly, often)

Preposition: Relates a noun to other words in a sentence (to, toward, away, before, during, for, from)

Conjunction: Joins words or phrases (and, but, or, so)

Subjects, Objects, and Verbs
Every sentence has a subject and a verb. A subject is the noun that does the action described by the verb. For example, a simple sentence is “I write.” In this case, “I” is the subject and “write” is the verb. 

In imperative sentences, the subject is implied. For example, in the direction “Go!” the subject is “you” and the verb is “go.” The “you” subject is implied by the sentence.
Many sentences also contain an object that the action is done to. For example, consider the sentence “The man painted a picture of a horse.” In this sentence, the subject is “the man,” the verb is “painted” and the object is “a picture.” 
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
