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Vocabulary: Laboratory Safety
· Autoclave – a machine that uses heat to sterilize objects.

· Autoclaves are often used to treat biological wastes before disposal. 

· Flammability – how easily a material will burn or ignite.
· Hazardous waste – waste that is dangerous to living things.

· The six types of hazardous wastes include:
· Corrosive chemical waste

· Toxic waste

· Flammable waste

· Radioactive waste

· Medical or biological waste

· Sharp objects

· Material Safety Data Sheet – a document that summarizes the safety hazards posed by a substance.
· Material Safety Data Sheets contain physical data as well as information on safe handling and use, recommended protective equipment, health hazards, first aid, reactivity, flammability, environmental hazards, safe storage, and safe disposal.

· Reactivity – how easily a substance will react with other substances. 
· Toxic – poisonous.
· Never touch, taste, or smell toxic chemicals. If a toxic chemical gets on your skin or in your eyes, tell your teacher and flush your eyes or skin with water for at least 15 minutes. Then, seek medical attention.
· Waft – to gently convey a scent through the air.

· To waft a chemical, hold it 15 centimeters (6 inches) from your nose and gently wave your hand over the opening of its container.
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
